LIFE SAVING PROCLAMATION 
 

 WHEREAS, On October 4, 2025 at 4:19 PM Mrs. Lisa Muraika assisted at the scene of a motor 
vehicle accident at 2955 Edge Hill Road. 
 
 WHEREAS, The driver suffered a medical situation and lost control of their vehicle causing it leave 
the roadway and run head-on into a tree. The force of the collision left the driver injured and not able to free 
himself from the wreckage.  
 
 WHEREAS, Mrs. Lisa Muraika observed the accident and immediately pulled her vehicle to a safe 
area and proceeded to open the driver’s door of the wrecked vehicle. She safely assisted the occupant and 
removed the seatbelt so he could exit the vehicle as smoke was beginning to enter the passenger compartment 
from a fire that started upon impact. Shortly after the removal of the driver, the vehicle became fully involved 
in fire.  
 
 WHEREAS, The prompt and skilled actions completed by Mrs. Muraika, and without due regard for 
her own personal safety, directly contributed to saving the life of the trapped driver. Mrs. Muraika comforted 
the victim until first responders arrived and took over care of the driver.  
 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED, Mrs. Lisa Muraika is commended for exemplary 
bravery and lifesaving actions on October 4, 2025.
